We realize that in some cases (e.g. a flock of small birds) it is difficult to provide this level of detail on each animal, so do the best accounting that is feasible for you. You may simply enter “unknown” in some instances (e.g., sex).  Also feel free to include a description of alternate forms of ID used, such as photos or ear notch. Note that you can add additional rows to the chart. 
Confidentiality: Any information in the following table, if shared, will only be reported in aggregate, not by individual sanctuary. After we have collected significant data, it is possible these data in aggregate might be used to demonstrate trends such as the prevalence of various origins of captive wildlife and farmed animals in sanctuaries (e.g., “former pets”, “zoo closure”, “natural disaster”), or increases in placements nationwide, to more scientifically document the problems animals are facing, and the task sanctuaries face as a whole.
