RATINGS DEFINITIONS
Adequate

· Supervised direct contact can be allowed for potential evaluated adopters. 

· Equines who are easily stressed are provided the opportunity to escape from public view, ideally at any time, and to seek undisturbed privacy and quiet. Animals that are easily stressed are excluded from tours.

· Any educational tours conducted are ideally part of a comprehensive education and outreach policy.

· Groups are of a size that allows for close monitoring and vary based on the size and staff of your sanctuary.


· Any physical contact with equines residing at the sanctuary/rescue is carefully thought out, where the temperament of the equine(s) in question makes such interaction stress-free and safe for both equines and humans and where contact is supervised

· All equines are confined within a secure environment. 

· Public feeding may occur under the guidance and supervision of qualified and trained staff. Any feeding must be considered as fulfilling part of the daily nutritional requirements of the equines.

· Foals born at your sanctuary/rescue remain with the mother and social group as appropriate for natural rearing, provided there is no further opportunity for breeding during this period of time.  


· Foals are only removed from parents for hand-rearing if there is a threat to the life of the infant or the mother.
